The primary focus of the meeting centered on the necessity, flexibility and grandfathering provisions of the final rule; and AST’s efforts to resolve a perceived cost gap between the government and industry. AST outlined a preliminary plan to employ the Aviation Rulemaking Committee (ARC) process to help resolve key industry issues during the second supplemental notice of proposed rulemaking (SSNPRM) comment period; and emphasized that the objective of the ARC was not to seek consensus. 

Industry members expressed concern that U.S. Air Force and FAA requirements were diverging. AST responded that FAA efforts through the Common Standards Working Group (CSWG) would be continuing to ensure that requirements are synchronized. Boeing also requested that the ARC be conducted at the end of the SSNPRM comment period. AST responded that holding the ARC at the end of the comment period would leave little time for interaction.
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
