(Delta Air Lines, Inc., Atlantic Southeast Airlines, Inc., Comair, Inc., and Alitalia-Linee Aeree Italiane-S.p.A., 
Alitalia Team S.p.A., Alitalia Express S.p.A., and Eurofly S.p.A. - Blanket Statements of Authorization - U.S.- 
Italy Open-Skies Codesharing) 

Background: In granting this application by Notice of Action Taken dated October 26, 2001, we noted that 
Alitalia-Linee Aeree Italiane (Alitalia) did not operate services with its own aircraft. Rather, it wet leased 
aircraft from its three wholly-owned subsidiaries, Alitalia Team. Alitalia Express, and Eurofly, for the conduct 
of authorized services. Therefore, we limited Alitalia's statement of authorization to services operated under 
wet lease from the named wholly-owned subsidiaries. 

Relief Requested: By letter dated October 7,2002, Alitalia informed us of the merger of Alitalia Team into its 
parent company, Alitalia-Linee Aeree Italiane, and requested removal of the restriction on the blanket statement 
of authorization issued to Alitalia in this docket on October 26, 2001, which limits Alitalia's codesharing 
authority to services operated under a wet lease from Alitalia Team or Alitalia Express. Alitalia states that with 
the change in corporate structure, Alitalia itself will be the operating company as to those services previously 
operated by Alitalia Team.

Action taken under assigned authority (14 CFR $385.13): We amend footnote 1 of the conditions attached to 
the statement of authorization granted on October 26,2001, in this docket to the extent necessary to permit 
Alitalia to operate those services previously operated by Alitalia Team.
