consistent with the rules on Employee
Responsibilities and Conduct in 49 CFR
Part 99.

Since this amendment relates to
Departmental management, procedures,
and practice, notice and comment on it
are unnecessary and it may be made
effective in less than thirty days after
publication in the Federal Register. This
rule is a nonsignificant rule under the
Department of Transportation's
Regulatory Policies and Procedures.
