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To Whom It May Concern: 
 
In accordance with Title 14 CFR 11.47 I am requesting an extension of the 
comment period for the proposed changes regarding Fractional Aircraft Ownership 
Programs.   
 
These proposed changes will have a wide ranging effect on thousands of people 
for many years to come.  My specific interests lie with the pilots who will 
operate under these proposed rules.  In October of 1999, the FAA convened a 
special aviation rulemaking committee, the Fractional Ownership Aviation 
Rulemaking Committee (FOARC).  The FOARC was composed of 27 members selected by 
the FAA.  Of these 27 members selected by the FAA, not one represented the 
welfare of the pilots who will operate under these rules.  This NPRM is based 
largely on the suggestions of the FOARC.  A time extension is in the public 
interest to allow the pilots effected by these proposed changes to formulate and 
suggest changes to this NPRM. 
 
ALL parties should have time to examine these vast changes and participate in 
the rulemaking process.  Decisions made in haste would not be in the interest of 
public safety.  I respectfully request a nine-month time extension of the 
comment period to adequately review the safety implications of this document.
