' for
Adequacy Certification for Reception Facilities
and Advance Notice - 33 CFR Part 158

A, Justification.

1) Circumstances that make the collection of information necessary.

This collection addresses a) Adeqguacy Certification, and b) Advance Notice of
Arrival.

a) The Act to Prevent Pollution from Ship implements the discharge
prohibitions of MARPOL 73/78 and Annex I (Oil), Annex II (NLS) and Annex V
(Garbage). It also directs the Secretary of the Department in which the
Coast Guard is operating to establish regulations for determining the adequacy
of reception facilities. Ports and terminals may request the Secretary to
certify the adequacy of those facilities (33 U.S.C. 1905(a)). These
responsibilities were delegated to the Coast Guard in 49 CFR 1.46. Reception
facilities are needed to receive wastes which ships may not discharge at sea.
The information collections described in this supporting statement are
necessary to implement the requirements described in 33 CFR 158.140, 158.150,
158.165, and 158.190. The discharge limitations are contained in 33 CFR
151.10 for o©il and oily wastes, 151.42 for noxious liquid substances (NLS) and
151.65 for plastics and other garbage. In order to certify the adequacy of
reception facilities, the Coast Guard nust collect certain information from
operators of ports and terminals. This collection addresses the information
that is collected for administrative procedures in conjunction with
Certificates of Adequacy.

b) It would be extremely burdensome to require terminal operators to have
reception facilities immediately available at all times, whether they were
needed by the ships or not. Even where fixed reception facilities are
available, 1t would be burdensome to reguire operating personnel to be present
at all times. To avoid this burden, reception facilities are required only to
be available within 24 hours of notice of need by a ship (33 CFR 158.200(a)
for oi1l, 158.310(a) for NLS and 158.410(a) for APHIS! regulated garbage) . Tf
no definite response time were reguired, ships would be delayed by the need to
walt for reception service.

A response time criteria cannot legally be imposed on reception facilities
without a corresponding requirement being placed on oceangoing ships to give
notice of need.

The following items of information are contained in the regulations as
follows:

a) Adequacy Certification

i) Application for a Certificate of Adequacy (33 CFR 158.140). There
must be a requirement that persons in charge of ports and terminals submit the
information necessary for the Coast Guard to determine whether reception
facilities are adequate. If this information were not collected, the Coast
Guard would have no rational basis for issuing Certificates of Adequacy.

ii) Waivers (33 CFR 158.150). The criteria for adeguacy are contained in
33 CFR 158.200, 158.310 and 158.410. Due to particular circumstances, it may
be impractical for a port or terminal to comply with particular criteria.
Title 33 CFR 158.150 provides a procedure whereby a waiver of individual
criteria may be granted by the Coast Guard Captain of the Port. If this
information were not collected, ports and terminals would have to comply with
the criteria that may be in excess of their actual needs.

iii) Notification of Change (33 CFR 158.165). The statute (33 U.S.C.
1905(d) requires the Coast Guard to publish a list of ports and terminals
holding valid Certificates of Adequacy in the Federal Register. In order for

this list to be accurate, the Coast Guard would not be able to publish an
accurate list.

iv) Appeals (33 CFR 158.190). A procedure must be available whereby the
person affected by a Coast Guard action may submit information necessary to
evaluate an appeal from that action. 1If this information were not collected,
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the Coast Guard would not have the information necessary to evaluate an
appeal.

b) Part of the criteria of adequacy 1s a response criteria of 24 hours

whenever a notice of arrival is received (33 CFR 158.200(a), 158.310(a) and
158.410(a)) . For this criteria to be effective, there must be a requirement
that ships give 24 hours notice of their need for reception facilities. If

this information were not collected, the cost of providing waste reception
facilities would be excessive either because reception facilities would have
to be constantly available whether they were needed or not, or because ships
would be delayed while waiting for reception services.

3) Considerations of the use of improved information technology.

Public use forms pertaining to this information collection are available on a
Coast Guard Web site at —-- http://www.uscg.mil/ccs/cit/cim/forms/formmgmt.htm.

We estimate that 100% of the reporting reguirements can be done
electronically. At this time, we estimate at 10% of the reporting
requirements are done this way.

4) Efforts to identify duplication. Why similar information cannot be used.

a) The Coast Guard monitors state and local regulatory activity in the field.
To date no eguivalent state and local programs have been identified that
require eqguivalent information, and no other Federal agencies have similar or
equivalent regulatory requirements.

b) The Coast Guard monitors state and local regulatory activity in this
field. To date no equivalent state and local programs have been identified
that require equivalent information and no other Federal agencies have similar
or equivalent regulatory requirements. The Coast Guard has active regulations
requiring advance notice of arrival from ships (33 CFR Part 160) similar to 33
CFR 151.10, 151.43 and 151.65, but these regulations would not satisfy the
present need for the following reasons: 1) They provide notice to the Coast
Guard, not ports and terminals, 2) They do not indicate whether reception
facilities are reguired, and 3) They do not cover all of the ships that would

require reception facilities.

5) Methods to minimize the burdens to small business if involved.

a) The need for reception facilities will be proportionate to the size and
complexity of the “entity,” the port or the terminal. The following methods
minimize the burden to small entities:

1) Only the minimum information necessary for the Coast Guard to
fulfill its obligations under the Act, or to preserve the
administrative remedies for respondents is required.

2) Section 158.140(a) provides that a group of terminals may combine
as a group to use the same reception facilities and may apply as
a “port”.

b) This requirement for advance notification for reception facilities for oil
and NLS will only apply to oceangoing ships of over 400 gross tons. The
requirement for advance notification for reception facilities for APHIS
regulated garbage will apply only to vessels on an international voyage.
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6) Consequences to the Federal program if collection were not done or
conducted less frequently.
a) This collection cannot be conducted less frequently. The Certificate of
Adequacy 1is effective until suspended or revoked; there is no need for
periodic reapplication. The information necessary for waiver and appeals need
be submitted only if the individuals affected wishes to reveal themselves of
these administrative remedies. The notification of change need only be made
when there is a change affecting the accuracy of the published list of
reception facilities.

b) This collection cannot be conducted less frequently. To be effective, the
advance notice of need for reception facilities must be given each time there

is need.

a), b) There are no inconsistenciles.

a), b) The regulations requiring the application for a certificate of
adequacy were developed using the rulemaking process.

a) Certificate of Adequacy

Over the period from 2001-2003, the Coast Guard estimates that about 45

terminals applied for a Certificate of Adequacy, or 15° per year. Each
terminal applied for a Certificate of Adequacy for Annex I (0il), Annex I1
(NLS) and Annex V (Garbage) certificates (Annex III and IV also). We

determined that if a facility received an inspection, it was deemed adequate
and received a Certificate of Adequacy. The total number of applications
[Annex I (0il), Annex II (NLS) and Annex V (Garbage)certificates] for all of
the facilities queried is 68 (24 for oil waste, 3 for NLS and 41 for garbage).
The number of applications per year for oily waste, NLS and garbage is
estimates to be 8 applications, 1 application and 14 applications,
respectively, for a total of 23 per year.

The Coast Guard estimates wages for management personnel and clerical
personnel that prepares the application for the Certificate of Adequacy at $55
per hour and $29 per hour, respectively (per CONDTINST 73101.1F).

Certificate of Adequacy Application

0il and NLS terminals:
We estimate that management and clerical personnel will spend one hour
and two hours respectively in order to prepare the application for the
Certificate of Adequacy.

The hour burden is calculated to be: 27 hours = 1 management
hour/application x 9 applications + 2 clerical hours/application x 9
applications

The cost burden is calculated to be: $1,017 = 9 management hours x

$55/hour + 18 clerical hours x $29/hour.

Garbage terminals:
We estimate that management and clerical personnel will spend 0.25 hours
and 0.50 hours respectively in order to prepare the application for the
Certificate of Adequacy.

The hour burden is calculated to be: 11 hours = 0.25 management
hours/application x 14 applications + 0.50 clerical hours/application x
14 applications.

? Data obtained from MISLE (Marine Information for Safety & Law Enforcement) database.
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The cost burden is calculated to be: $423 = 4 management hours x
$55/hour + 7 clerical hours x $29/hour.

Processing Wailvers:
Coast Guard estimates that approximately 15 terminals apply for
Certificate of Adequacy (COA) each year. It 1is estimated that
approximately 16 percent of the applicants for a COA (2 applicants) will
request a waiver.

We estimate that management and clerical personnel will each spend one
hour in order to prepare the application for the Certificate of Adequacy.

The hour burden is calculated to be: 4 hours = 1 management
hour/terminal x 2 terminals + 1 clerical hour/terminal x 2 terminals.
The cost burden is calculated to be: $168 = 2 management hours x

SH5/hour + 2 clerical hours x $29%9/hour

Notification of Change
Coast Guard figures indicate that approximately 5 percent (1 terminals)
of the 15 terminals each year, will be reguired to notify the Coast Guard
of a material change to the information contained in the published list
of reception facilities.

We estimate that management and clerical personnel will each spend 0.50
hours in order to prepare the application for the Certificate of

Adequacy.

The hour burden is calculated to be: 1 hour = 0.50 management
hours/terminal = 1 terminals + 0.50 clerical hours/terminal x 1
terminals.

The cost burden is calculated to be $43 = 0.5 management hours x $55/hour

+ 0.5 clerical hours x $29/hour.

Appeals
Coast Guard estimates that approximately 1 percent of the terminals for a
Certificate of Adequacy will appeal a denial of issuance of a COA. Since
1 percent of 15 terminals eguals less than 1, we assume no burden related
to appeals for this collection.

b) Advance Notice
We estimate that persons in charge of ports and terminals spend 0.25 hours to
ensure that the reception facilities are capable of receiving ships carrying

the regulated garbage, no later than 24 hours after notice.

We estimate that the total number of ships is 1,015 and each ship gives
4 notices per year.’

The hour burden is calculated to be: 1,015 hours = 0.25 hour/terminal-visit x
4,060 terminal-visits.

The cost burden is calculated to be: $55,825 = 1,015 hours x $55/hour.

3 From Coast Guard sources, Advance Notice is not documented by a particular office and
is not captured in the MISLE database; therefore, we will retain these figures as
historical figures that have been previously approved.
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13) Estimates of annualized capital and start-up costs.

a), b) There are no annualized capital and start-up costs.

14) Estimates of annualized Federal Government costs.
a) It is expected that, on average it will take a Coast Guard specialist (GS-
12, at S$44/hour) 4.0 hours to review the submissions. Therefore, the annual

hour burden is 104 (26 submissions x 4 hours/submission). The, annual cost
burden is estimated to be $4,576 (104 hours x $44/hour).

b) There are no costs to the Federal Government for Advance Notice, since the
reports are made between ships and port/terminals.

15) Explain the reasons for change in burden.

a), b) The change in burden is an ADJUSTMENT due to a reduction in the

responses received for the period 2001-2003.

a), b) There are no plans to use statistical analysis or to publish this
information.

1. General . The United States as a party to the International Convention for the Prevention of Pollution from
Ships, 1973, as modified by the Protocol of 1978 relating thereto (MARPOL 73/78) is required by Annex | and
the Act to Prevent Pollution from Ships (33 USC 1901) to issue certificates to reception facilities verifying
their adequacy to receive oily waste from ships. Regulations implementing the United States waste reception
facility program are in 33 CFR 158 Code of Federal Regulations.

2. The Certificate of Adequacy remains valid until suspended or revoked.

3. Upon suspension or revocation, a Certificate of Adequacy shail be promptly returned to the issuing U.S.
Coast Guard Captain of the Port (COTP).

4. The Application, as submitted, shall be permanently attached to and become a part of the Certificate of
Adequacy upon issuance.

5. A copy of the Certificate of Adequacy with the Application attached shall be available at each port and
terminal to which it applies and shall be available for inspection by Coast Guard personnel and the master,
person in charge or agent of an oceangoing ship using or intending to use the reception facility.

6. A copy of the Certificate of Adequacy shall be attached to the operations manual for marine oil transfer
facilities described in 33 CFR 154.300.

7. The terminal/port person in charge identified in the Application shall notify the U.S. Coast Guard Captain of
the Port (COTP) in writing within 10 days after any of the reception facility information supplied under 33
CFR 158.140(b)(4) changes. The terminal/port person in charge shall notify the U.S. Coast Guard COTP in
writing within 30 days after any of the terminal/port information supplied under 33 CFR 158.140(b)(1)-(3)
changes.

8. Civil Penalties . A person who after notice and an opportunity for a hearing, is found:

a. to have made a false, fictitious or fraudulent statement or representation in any matter in which a
statement or representation is required to be made under the Act to Prevent Pollution from Ships, or the
regulations thereunder, shall be liable to the United States for a civil penalty, not to exceed $5,000 for
each statement or representation; or

b. to have violated the Act to Prevent Pollution from Ships, or the regulations issued thereunder, shall be
liable to the United States for a civil penalty not to exceed $25,000 for each violation.

1.A. Indicate terminal if you are applying as a single terminal or indicate port if you are applying as a
group of terminals. Do not mark "COTP Designated Port" uniess you have a letter from the COTP
with such a designation. COTP designation of a facility or an area as a port is for unusual
situations. If you have a question as to whether COTP designation as a port applies to your
situation, contact the COTP for your area.
