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Airworthiness Directives; Boeing Model 757 Series Airplanes Powered by Pratt & 

Whitney Engines 

AGENCY: Federal Aviation Administration, DOT. 

ACTION: Notice of proposed rulemaking (NPRM). 

SUMMARY: This document proposes the adoption of a new airworthiness directive 

(AD) that is applicable to certain Boeing Model 757 series airplanes. This proposal 

would require repetitive inspections for corrosion and cracking of the midspar fittings ir 

the nacelle struts, and corrective actions if necessary. This action also provides an 

optional terminating action for the repetitive inspections. This action is necessary to 

detect and correct cracking in the midspar fittings of the nacelle struts, consequent 

reduced structural integrity of the struts, and possible separation of an engine and strut 

from the airplane. This action is intended to address the identified unsafe condition.
